Your flight must arrive at Charles de Gaulle  airport in Paris (CDG) no later than 10 am on the Saturday before classes start, giving 
you plenty of time to retrieve your luggage, clear customs, and find your way to the designated meeting point. Group travel to 
Pont-Aven from CDG leaves promptly at 1:00 pm. Please refer to scheduled dates for your particular term. Regarding departure, 
flights from Paris to the US usually leave late morning or early afternoon; therefore students should be prepared to arrive in Paris 
on Saturday evening to fly out on Sunday. Arrangements to Paris from Pont-Aven will be made at a later date.

Travel related Paperwork:
If you have not done so already, you must begin the process for your student visa by contacting your local French Consulate (this 
only applies to students attending a semester-long program greater than three months). Obtaining a visa is timely and thus im- 
perative that you begin the process as soon as possible. Check your passport to ensure it is up-to-date and make 3 photocopies: 
one for the Pont-Aven office (to be mailed with this form), one to leave with your emergency contact, and one to bring with you, 
carried separately from your passport in case it gets lost or stolen while in transit.
